CLuB CHAMPIONSHIP 2007: This year the club champi-
onship will be a match play format. You will be paired
according to your handicap within your chosen flight.
You compete hole by hole and the golfer who wins the
most holes in the round wins the match and advances
to the next round. There will be no handicap used in
the scoring. The player with the lowest handicap in the
flight will be paired against the player with the highest
handicap in the flight, the player with the second low-
est paired against the player with the second highest,
and so forth. There will be a Club Champion and a
Runner Up Club Champion, as well as a 1st place and
runner up in each of the B, C and D flights. All Match
Play rules apply for this tournament.

The deadline to sign up is Monday, June 4th at 12
noon. With eight players in each flight the rounds will
proceed as follows: First round finished by July 11,
second round by July 25 and the finals played on
August 4 (rain date August 5).

We also have three new tournaments:

1,2,3 Best BALL: Each player on the team plays her
own ball throughout the round. On the first hole, the
lowest score among the four players counts as the
team score. On the second hole, the two lowest scores

become the team score. On the third hole, the three
lowest scores become the team score. On the fourth
hole, it's back to the lowest score, and so on through-
out the round. Handicap to be adjusted.

RED, WHITE AND BLUE ScramBLE: Making a return from
a few years ago, this tournament starts off with every-
one driving from the red tees on the first hole, picking
the best drive and continuing through in scramble
format. Everyone drives from the white tees on the
second hole, from the blue tees on the third, red on
the fourth and so on throughout the round, continuing
in scramble format. At least three drives by each team
member must be used during the round.

IroNs ONLY: Also making a return from the past, this
tournament requires that players leave their woods at
home (or in the trunk of their cars) and use only their
irons. This is a great tournament to sharpen your skills
with your various clubs.
